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Joining Instructions – VHF Course 2011.
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The course is being held at the village hall in Mastlebridge, not far from our office and commences at 9am until 5pm.  Tea, coffee and biscuits will be provided during the day. Geoff Baldwin is your instructor for the day.  

Neyland can be reached by taking the A477 from St Clears to Pembroke Dock, then the toll bridge (75p each way) across the River Cleddau to Neyland. 

Alternatively, take the A40 from St Clears to Haverfordwest, the A4076 to Johnston, then left on the A477 to Neyland.

Once at Neyland, follow the main street through the village until you get to the river, follow the road along the water front and continue out of Neyland. Take a left when you arrive at the mini roundabout, and the village hall is just to the left. 
Please also bring a passport sized photograph (signed on the back) and a cheque for £30 payable to the RYA for the licence.  You will need to know the phonetic alphabet and the MAYDAY format.

The GMDSS Short Range Certificate course replaces and updates the previous RYA VHF License Course. It is essential for Yacht Skippers and those intending to use Marine VHF Radios. 

The eight hour course covers the operation of marine VHF Radios, Digital Selective Calling and other elements of the Global Maritime Distress and Safety System. During the course you will undertake a short written test and practical assessment of operating procedures.  This course is NOT computer simulated; we have invested in six ICOM VHF DSC sets which are networked together for real communication practice, voice and digitally, the instructor simulating Coastguard response.
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
